RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR YOUTH FESTIVALS

ELIGIBILITY:

Participation in the Festivals is open to all Bonafide full time students, who are enrolled

in the Colleges affiliated with the University & Teaching Departments of the University for

undergraduate, post-graduate degree or Diploma Course which is of a minimum duration of

one academic year & whose examination is conducted by the University subsequent to passing

the 12th class examination.

The rules are as per the Inter-University Youth Festival Latest rules prescribed by

Association of Indian Universities.

All students shall fulfil the following conditions for participating in the University

Youth Festivals:

1.

Not more than 7 years should have elapsed since a student passed the examination
qualifying him/her for first admission to a degree or diploma course of a university or
college affiliated.

The age limit of participant is upto 25 years on 1% July of the academic year.

Age limit for participant of educational colleges' festival is upto 35 years but are not
eligible for Inter Zonal/Inter-University youth festivals.

(Student of Educational Colleges upto the age of 25 years are eligible to participate in
Inter-Zonal/Inter-University Festivals.)

The Photocopy of date of Birth Certificate duly attested by the College principal/Dean
Campus as a proof of the Date of birth of the student may be sent to the department.
The student may be admitted on the date fixed by the University for Admission. If any
student who is admitted with the late fees and with the approval of Vice Chancellor,
then till that day the entry of the student in entry form will be exempted.

The list of the students who are entered in the entry form may be tallied with the return
sent to the University registration branch. The photocopy of the return (sent to the
university registration branch) duly attested by the college principal/ Dean Campus may
be sent to the department.

The Individual Proforma of each student, participating in the festival, duly filled and
attested by the college principal/dean campus may also be sent along with the entry

form. Two Photos of each student attested by the principal/dean campus may be

Note:

attached with the form. If there are any wrong statement/facts found in the entry form
then college principal/dean campus will be responsible.

The list of all the students (along with the authority letter) participating in the different
items may be deposited in the department on the very first day of the festival. The list
may be duly attested by the college principal/dean campus.

Part time/full time employee/Lecturer is not allowed.

A student shall not be allowed to represent more than one college/institution during a
single academic year.

Provisional admission to a course of university or college shall not make the student
eligible to represent the college/institution in the Youth Festivals.

A Student can participate in youth festivals only from institute i.e. either Associate
institutes or Degree College.

As per rules of A.I.LU. Ph.D. students are not eligible for participation in Youth festivals.

Selection of University teams will be made by the department from the Ist & 2™

Position holders' teams for the Inter-University Youth Festivals and the selection will be made

only of versatile students. The decision will be taken only by Director Youth Welfare/Higher

Authority of the university.

If a student has submitted admission forms in more than one college during the normal
dates for admission as prescribed by the University during the same session, he/she
shall be allowed to participate in the Youth Festival from the college, where he/she is
presently studying and attending the classes and from which institution the registration
has been sent to the University.

All the participants shall have to show their Identity Cards before the participation in
competition.

The material/instruments required for the item may be brought/arranged by the team.
Entry Form for participation in the festival shall be accepted along with the Entry Fee
of i.e. Rs. 5000/- +GST as applicable to be paid online. Last date will be intimated by
the department of youth welfare from time to time and Late Fee of Rs. 500/- & R. 1500/-
will be charged if the Entry Form (along with Fee) is not received on the due date by
the department of Youth Welfare. Late Fee shall be accepted only if the Entry Form is
received in the office till the date fixed for receipt of Late Fee Entries.

The Principals of the Colleges/Associate Institutes' Coordinator/Principal, Dean

University Campuses are requested to ensure that Entry Form is properly filled in all



respects and all particulars are correct. Youth Welfare Department will not be
responsible if the Entry Form along with Entry Fee sent by the College/University
Campuses is not received in the Department of Youth Welfare by the due date. Entry
Form received after the due date will not be considered for Youth Festival.

Change in Entries, if any, can be made only 4 days before from the date fixed by
Director Youth Welfare for draw of Lots or any other date fixed by the department of
youth welfare. While the entry is sent by college for participation and after that in
case of not participating in the said item/items, the fine of Rs. 5000/- per item will
be charged and the fine may be deposited till the last day of the Youth Festival.

If the college/institute/campus does not deposit the fine within the days of the festival,
then that college/institute/campus will be debarred from the participation in coming
year's zonal youth festival.

University Campus team will be considered as a college team.

The team/teams will compete according to lots drawn and as per announced by the
Director Youth Welfare.

Competition will be conducted only if minimum entries are 3 (Three). If entries
are less than 3 (Three) then no competition of any item will be held. But the teams
of concerned items can participate in Inter-Zonal Final Youth Festival.

The team in each item will be called by the Institution name/Code number. Only three
calls will be given during which the concerned team(s) will have to report at stage
failing which the team will lose its right to compete. The next team will be called, if the
next team is also absent, then the next team will be announced which should report as
above & so on. It will be the responsibility of In charge to keep their teams ready for
competition according to the announcement made from the stage only. If there is any
major problem then the prior permission from Director Youth Welfare is must.
Objection will be entertained as long as the judges are in their seats. Objection can be
entertained on matters regarding violation of rules. Objection will be submitted by the
principal/authorized teachers on the college letter head along with fee i.e. Rs.2500/-
The fee will not be refunded unless the objection proved to be True. If the objection
against a participating team is found to be correct/true, the concerned team/participant
will stand disqualified for that academic session. No participant/Official of any
institution shall go to the Court/Press for any controversial issue. Decision of the

objection will be taken before the announcement of the result.



The judgment of each item will be given/prepared by 3 (three) judges. If due to

extremely unavoidable circumstances the Director Youth Welfare does not have notice

of at least 24 hours of non-availability of an expert for that particular item, Director

Youth Welfare can allow 2 (two) judges to adjudge the item(s) instead of three. The

judgment of items will be declared in the evening of the day of the festivals.

The disciplinary action will be taken against the Team/institution/team member who

uses the objectionable words against the Judges/University Officials/Director Youth

Welfare.

No team will go to the Press regarding the judgment of any item.

In case of any objection/problem is raised during the festival, the decision of

disciplinary committee duly approved by the worth Vice-Chancellor shall be final.

During the festival days or after, if any student is found ineligible, the concerned

college/campus team will be debarred for 2 years.

Only in the following items student/Teacher Director are permissible to accompany the

participants:

1) Group Song 2) Group Shabad/Bhajan3) One Act Play 4) Gidha & Bhangra 5)
Classical Dance 6) Folk Orchestra

The whole contingent from each College/University Campuses/Institutes should be

under the Overall Charge of One Teacher as Contingent Incharge.

No person other than authorized one is permitted to stay in the campus during festival.

The authorized persons are: 1) Principals 2) Participants 3) Accompanists 4) Volunteers

5) Teacher/Student Directors 6) Contingent Incharge.

Director Youth Welfare, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar may delay/postpone/ pre

pone an item /festival on account of unavoidable circumstances.

The Director youth Welfare, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar will appoint Stage

Secretary to conduct the competitions & announcements. No other teacher/ student is

allowed.

Use of fireworks/arms is strictly prohibited. If it is unavoidable, their imitation may be

used with prior permission of the Director Youth Welfare.

The Youth Welfare Department will provide only General Light on stage. The

concerned team in One Act Play item may arrange Special lights of their own. No

Special Light will be allowed in any other items of the competition.

DISCIPLINE:



It is expected that all participants will maintain the dignity & decorum of the festivals
at all times. If the behaviour of any team/team in charge/team member/institution is
found contrary to the objectives of the festivals i.e. found guilty of the misbehaviour,
misconduct or indiscipline during the festivals regarding any issue including the
judgment, that team/team in charge/team member/institution may be debarred from the
participation in future Youth Festivals for 2 years.

AWARDS & TROPHIES:

Performance of different individuals/teams will be adjudged only as Ist, IInd, IIIrd in
Zonal & Inter-Zonal Final Youth Festivals in all items of competition. Winner Teams
Ist, IInd, IIIrd of Zonal Youth Festivals of 'A" & 'B' Division will be awarded Trophies.
'A' & 'B' Division Trophies will also be awarded to the 3 winner teams in the
Govt/Constituent Colleges/ Associate Institutes' festival. If the number of
participating colleges in the respective 'A' and 'B' divisions of the Zonal Youth
Festivals is 3 or more, then the top three positions in each event of each division
will be announced separately. Based on the points earned from these positions,
separate overall top three positions will be awarded trophies for each division.
However, if the number of participating colleges in the respective 'A' and 'B'
divisions is less than 3, then the divisions will be combined and only the overall top
three positions will be awarded trophies. Certificates will be awarded to the position
holders only.

Along with the result of the item One Act Play, Gidha, Bhangra and Folk
Orchestra, the individual Best Artist will also be declared.

NOTE: 1) The points/numbers awarded to the individual artist will not be counted for
the calculation of Overall Trophies in the Zonal & Inter-Zonal Final Youth Festivals.
2) Co-educational Colleges can send both the teams in Folk Dances category 1.e. Gidha
& Bhangra. If both teams ie. Gidha & Bhangra of the co-education College/ institution
secure positions, then only the team securing the better position will be counted for
deciding the Trophy in the Zonal & Inter-Zonal Final Youth Festivals. Five Running
Trophies each in the different fields i.e. Music, Fine Arts, Theatre, Folk & Literary shall
be awarded to the winners and runners up of Final Youth Festival in the said events
except Overall three Trophies. Individuals standing First in Solo & Group items in Final
Youth Festival will be given mementoes.

Folk Trophy will be awarded on the basis of performance of the following items:



a) Folk Song b) Vaar Singing c) Kawishri d) Folk Orchestra e) Phulkari f)
Gidha/Bhangra
The award of Trophies shall be decided on the basis of the total points scored by the

team. For Solo & Group events, the points for the various places shall be as under:

SOLO EVENT GROUP EVENT

First: 5 points First: Tpoints
Second: 3 points Second: Spoints
Third: 1 point Third: 3points

A & B division Colleges will be divided on the basis of total strength of students in the
college as under:

'A' Division: Total strength 900 & more

'B' Division:  Total strength Less than 900

Govt./Constituent Colleges will be divided for 'A' & 'B' division as above. Associate
Institutes will be in separate division.

Note: - The teams with First, Second & Third positions from Zonal Youth Festivals in
all items will be invited to participate in the Final Youth Festival.

e Sheet size: 1/2 Imperial sheet (15" x 22")

e Time allowed: 2.00 to 2.30 hours

e Collage has to be prepared from old coloured magazines, coloured
newspapers or coloured papers. Cutting of paper should be made with

hands only. Other material and popups are not allowed.



23) CARTOONING

Sheet size: 2 Imperial Sheet (22" x 15")

Time allowed: 2.00 to 2.30 hours

The item will be conducted on the given topic/subject on the spot. Idea
should be innovative & original. Copy of any other cartoon/carricature

1s not allowed.

24) CLAY MODELLING

Item will be conducted on the spot.

Time allowed 2.00 to 2.30 hours

Topics/Size and other specific rules shall be announced on the spot.

Size of clay item not less than 10 inch. Armature is allowed.

Only natural pure clay is allowed. No other material oils, chemical clay,
colours, cloth etc. should be mixed in the clay. Other material to enhance
the subject is not allowed.

The clay & required material will be arranged by the participant.

24) RANGOLI:

Only one entry per college is allowed.

Participants will be required to create a Rangoli design based on a
subject, theme, or topic announced at the start of the event.

Participants will be given a total of 2 hours and 30 minutes to complete
their artwork.

The maximum permissible size for each Rangoli design is 4 feet x 4 feet
(i.e 4 feet diameter in case of circular rangoli) while the rangoli must not
be smaller than 2.5 feet x 2.5 feet (i.e 2.5 feet diameter in case of circular
rangoli). Rangoli must be created within and on the space allotted by the
organizers.

Participants must bring their own materials.

Participants may use permitted medium for their Rangoli. Acceptable
materials include: Rangoli powders or colours, flower petals, coloured
sawdust, or food grains (e.g., rice, lentils).

Pasting/gluing of materials is strictly prohibited.

The use of dies, stencils, moulds, mechanical tools, or any other aids is

not



permitted. All work must be done freehand.

e Participants may draw from traditional forms such as Mandna, Alpana,
Alekhan, Kolam, Rangoli, or others, with interpretations allowed in
freehand, pictorial, or descriptive styles.

e The use or possession of mobile phones and other digital devices is
strictly prohibited for participants throughout the duration of the event.

e Rangolis will be evaluated on criteria such as relevance to the theme,
creativity and innovation, design and composition, neatness and

precision, colour harmony and aesthetic appeal.

26) PHULKARI

Time: 2 to 2.30 hours

Fabric-Khaddar Casement-12"x12" Traditional colour

Thread-Untwisted floss (Patt) Traditional color threads

Size of Motif-3"x3" (approx.) or Buti all over

Motif-traditional stylized geometrical.

The length of the stitch should not be more than 'z of an inch

Tracing of the design is not allowed.

Accessories - Mirrors can be used for Shishadar Phulkari and Frame is also
allowed, but tracing is not allowed.

(Red coloured Khaddar Casement of size 12"x12" Traditionally Yellow,
Green, White, Orange Patt threads are used)

SLOGAN WRITING: (Only for educational colleges)

The item will be conducted on the spot on the given topic/subject, which can
be in any language i. e. Punjabi, Hindi or English.

Sheet size: 1/2 imperial sheet (15"x22")

Time allowed: 2.00 to 2.30 hours

Multi-coloured slogan is allowed. Any type of colour can be used.

PAINTING (STILL LIFE): (Only for educational colleges)

The item will be conducted on the spot on the given topic/subject.
Sheet size: 1/2 imperial sheet (15" x 22")
Time allowed: 2.00 to 2.30 hours

Any type of colour can be used.

(Kindly note that while presenting the Theatre items, the Negative character of Eunuch,
Blind, Handicapped, Deaf & Dumb etc. be discouraged and try to present the positive
character)
27) Costume Parade (Fancy Dress):
(Fancy Dress can be related to any caste, tribe, state, religion, tradition, work
type etc. of Punjab & Punjabi culture)

= Entry Per Institution: 1 Time: Upto 1 minute

* Any vulgar demonstration is not allowed.

* The judgment shall be based upon costumes, make-up, Hair style, jewellery,
Head gear and footwear etc. Theme or idea will not be taken into consideration.

»  Music, background commentary and speech before the performance of the item
is not allowed.

» Acting, dancing and speech on the part of the participant is allowed but it shall
carry no Weightage. If these elements in the opinion of the judges have un-
necessarily been imposed on the character, the participant shall attract negative
marking.

* During the presentation of Costume Parade (Fancy Dress) item, only dress of
the Punjabi Culture may be weared. The item/material, if required of Punjab &
Panjabi culture/tribe, caste, region etc. may be used.

28) SKIT

e Entry per institution: 1 Time: 8 to 10 minutes

e Time for stage setting : Only 3 minutes

e Use of make-up, drapery, background music is allowed. No personal remarks,
aspersions, character assassination etc. is allowed.

e The item will be judged basically on the qualities like theme, work on acting,
stage craft, design & general impression.

e Vulgarity or bitter insinuations in presentation should be avoided. Only
innocent satire or humour is expected.

29) MIME
e Entry per institution: 1 Time: 4 to 5 minutes

e Background recorded music is allowed.



e Judgment will most likely be based on the qualities like idea, creativity of

presentation, use of make-up, music and general impression.

30) MIMICRY

Entry per institution: 1 Time: 4 to 5 minutes

Participant may mimic sound of machines and speeches of well-known persons
etc. including film personalities.

Judgment will be based on Skill imitating, variety of sound and voices imitate,

presentation.

31) ONE ACT PLAY (Panjabi/Hindi/English/Urdu/Hindustani)

Entry per institution: 1 ~ Time: 25 to 30 minutes

Time for stage setting: ~ Upto 10 minutes

The time will be counted as soon as the curtain goes up or team starts giving
introduction whichever is earlier. Empty stage to empty stage shall be followed
strictly.

The participating team shall bring their own set/stage property, make up material
etc. Only General Light will be provided by the department.

The participating team will be responsible for removal of their sets, properties etc.
immediately after the completion of their performance.

The participating team must report to the officials/department at least two hours
before the presentation of the play.

Judgment will most likely be based on the qualities of the play like theme, work on
acting, stage craft, design and general impression etc.

Accompanists will either speak from the background or will play upon musical
instruments for background music.

The play can be in prose or verse but it should not be musical. The play will be
musical if majority of dialogues are in musical form.

Sufficient thought and care should be exercised in the choice of the play and which
should suit the occasion and taste of the general student’s audience. Play alien to
our traditions, culture and special life should not be depicted.

Presentation of play of last 3 years Youth Festivals by the same college/Univ.

Campuses team not allowed.



DANCES:
32) BHANGRA

Entry per institution: 1 Time: 10 to 12 minutes
Time for stage/instruments setting: Upto 5 minutes
Only one form of Punjabi Folk Dances (Male) i.e. Bhangra will be allowed under this
category. Actions of the performance shall be in accordance with the traditional forms
of Dhol, Rhythm such as Bhangra, Luddi, Dhamal, Mirza, Pathania. Sialkotia,
Phumaniya, Lahoria, Challan etc.
The time will be counted w.e.f. raising of the curtain or w.e.f. First Beat of the Dhol
where the provision of curtain does not exist.
Indecent or obscene bolis are not allowed. Bolis & starting Td on the back of
curtain is allowed only by the student participant but much time may not be
taken.
The dance must not include ballet scenes.
Only traditional Panjabi Male Dress i.e. Kurta, Chadra is allowed. However, Jacket &
Turban are also permitted. No particular style of Turban is specified.
Gota can be used only to decorate Patti. Gota on any other part of the Dress should not
be used. Patti is not essential. Only Kaintha, Tabiti, Gaani around neck & Mattis as
ear-rings can be used.
Ghungroos are allowed. Only Khunda, Kato & Girdha (Sapp) can be used as aids
during the performance.
Along with Dhol other folk instruments such as Algoza, Chimta, Iktara, Bughdu &
Tumbi can be played. Only one Dhol is allowed.
The both Y3 of Dhol should be of leather. (Traditional)
Acrobatic actions not allowed. Double/Tripple standings and cart making are also not
allowed.
Some portion of Jhoomar in Bhangra is allowed.
The participating team will be responsible for removal of their sets, properties etc.
immediately after the completion of their performance.

Mike is not allowed to Dholi.



33) GIDHA
Time: 10 to 12 minutes
Time for stage/instruments setting: Upto 5 minutes.

e Time will be counted w.e.f. raising of the curtain. In case facility of curtain is not
provided, time will be counted w.e.f. the First Beat of the Dholak or the moment,
participants start singing whichever is earlier.

e Dhol is not at all allowed. Singing of bolies only by student participants.

¢ Indecent or obscene bolis are not allowed.
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e Only plastic/metal bangles are allowed.

e The dance composition must not include ballet scenes. However traditional Tamasha
movements are allowed.

e Only traditional Panjabi female ornaments should be used

e Actions should be in accordance with the traditional Dholak, Tall & traditional styles
of boli singing.

e Acrobatic actions, synchronized group movements and action of male dances are not
allowed.

e Judgment will be based on the following aspects:

a) Variety of actions & their coherence with rhythm

b) Symmetry & composition of performance.

c¢) General impressions like grace, befitting expressions.

e The participating team will be responsible for removal of their sets, properties etc.
immediately after the completion of their performance.

e The Mike in Low Volume will be allowed to Dholak Player.

34) GENERAL/TRIBAL GROUP DANCE:
e Time: 8 to 10 minutes
e Only one entry per institution is allowed.
e Maximum 6-10 participants allowed per team. The team may consist of all boys, all
girls or a mixed team.
e The number of accompanists permissible is 5.

e The dance can be either primitive or a folk dance (Indian style) except Panjabi Folk

Dances-Gidha, Bhangra.



If the Dhol is used with the item then both sides -Pure (y) of Dhol must be of leather
(Traditional)

Western Group Dance & Classical dance is not allowed.

Maximum time for sets/instruments setting is 5 minutes.

Accompanying song must not include indecent or obscene wording.

Judgment will be based on the Rhythm, Formation, Expression, Costumes, Make- up
and sets, overall effects.

The participating team will be responsible for immediate removal of their sets,

properties etc. immediately after the completion of their performance.

35) CLASSICAL DANCE

Time: 08 to 10 minutes

Entry per institution: 1

The Classical Dance can be from any of the approved schools of dance such as Kathak,
Kathakali, Bharat-Natyam, Manipuri, Kuchipudi, Mohinittam and Odissi etc.

Time allowed is Upto 10 minutes including time for preparation & exit. Maximum five
accompanists are permissible.

Recorded or Audio/CD is not permitted.

Judgment will be based on the qualities like Tal, Technique, Rhythm, Abhinaya or
Expression, Costumes, Innovation, Footwork and General impression etc.

Accompaniment should be live and not recorded.

36) CHOREOGRAPHY

Only one entry per university is allowed.

The duration of the performance shall be between 8 to 10 minutes.

A maximum of 15 participants is permitted per team.

A maximum of 5 accompanists is permitted.

Time allowed for stage setup, instrument arrangement, sound check, and overall
readiness, as applicable, shall not exceed 5 minutes.

Recorded music is allowed.

The performance must present a clear theme or message through dance. The theme
should be suitable for public viewing and preferably be youth-centric, nation-centric,

or address social issues.



Teams must bring or arrange their own props, if any.
Choreography will be judged based on parameters such as theme and message clarity,
choreography and creativity, synchronization and coordination, use of stage and props,

costumes, and overall impact.
